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Tech Tip of the Month

“Emergency Gasket”
Discovered by Van Upky, written by Gary Baxter

Van Upky recently discovered that not having the proper gasket can lead you to be creative. After
tracking down an oil leak to the gasket under the generator mount and changing it, he discovered that
the gasket under the oil filter bolt cracked when he tightened it. Okay, now where is a spare gasket?

He did not have either the paper one that comes with new filters or a nylon one, which usually fits tighter
and seals better. Both of these styles eventually split if reused often enough. After much searching, he
discovered that an old spark plug gasket fit the bolt well. These have the advantages of being designed
to squish, and being metal, they don'’t split. A copper one would be even better, as it is softer to seal
with less force.

It turns out a spark plug gasket also can be used on the OTTO Parts aluminum oil pan drain plug.

J.C.’s Garage

A special session was requested by Bill Brafford to try to find out why his '63 Spyder would not shift into
reverse. Six members met on Sunday, Nov. 22"% besides Bill and J.C. there was me, Jeff Peterson,
Bob Mooney and Forrest Andrews. After verifying that the shifter refused to move into reverse, the car
was lifted up and the shifter disconnected from the transmission. The transmission would shift into all
forward gears but would not move into reverse; something was blocking the sliding of the reverse shaft.
Removal of the side cover allowed us to see nothing. At this point, we were contemplating how hard it
would be to change the transmission without removing the drivetrain. We had already checked out the
spare and found it worked well. Of course, a few sessions back we had bench-tested the one in the car
and it also worked well out of the car. Forrest arrived about this time and had been thinking about the
problem and asked if the washer was under the back-up light switch. A few turns out of the switch and
the problem was solved. Without the nylon washer, the switch screwed in too far and jammed the
reverse shatft.

We installed the washer and fixed the wiring, and now the back-up lights are on all the time. The switch
edge had gotten deformed and would not let the plunger come up far enough to turn off the lights. After
much work, we finally got it moving freely. Next, we found the alignment tab was broken on the shift
tube. Tightening the clamp on the shift coupler secured it so it would work.

We also found the throttle linkage was not quite allowing the carburetor linkage to consistently return to
idle; a slight adjustment cured that. Bill was also having a problem with tail lights that worked with the
parking lights, but went off when the headlights were turned on. Some rapid in and out working of the
switch cleaned the contacts.

Bill is very happy that he can now actually enjoy driving his car.
